Sentinel - Summary: Joe Boyd, 59, the
man most credited with turning around
the fortunes of the Alpine High School
football program in the early 1960°s,
died on 16 June 1998, in Odessa, after
suffering a stroke.

Coach Boyd was an outstanding athlete
and singer at Crane High School.

JULSUY, UUSL SULLLLIALLZAA 1IvatLy
everyone's feeling, "Ed Foley's hallmark
was his keen intelligence and avid
interest in life, in his work, his family,
the geological profession and petroleum
exploration. He will always be
remembered in the hearts of all who met
and knew him for his genuine
friendliness, his sterling character and
his unfailing and gentlemanly manners."
In addition I would mention Ed's subtle
Irish wit, the sparkle in his eyes, and his
loyalty. Also, I would give further
emphasis to the thoroughness of his
work; his reconnaissance reports carried
coverage equal to that of many
geologists' detail assignments. Ed Foley
was born December 24, 1908, in West
Lynn, Massachusetts, the only child of
Lucy Larkin and Edward T. Foley. His
father died when Ed was 8 years old,
and his mother when he was 17. Ed's
primary and secondary schooling were
at St. Mary's Academy and the Jesuit
Anselma Preparatory School,
Manchester, New Hampshire. He
graduated from the University of
Montana with a B.A. degree in geology
and had 1 year of graduate study while
assisting in the geology department at
University of Montana. During three
summer vacations and for a year after
graduation he worked for St. Joseph
Lead Co., Hughesville, Montana. He
was geologist with U.S. Corps of
Engineers on foundation studies on the
Ft. Peck Damsite, Montana, in
1934-1935, and on Denison Dam, Lake
Texoma, along the Oklahoma-Texas
border, in 1939. In 1936 he joined the
writer as geologist working for the
Turkish Government. Ed made the
location for the first commercial oil
discovery well in Turkey. He joined
Standard Oil Company of New Jersey in
December 1939 and continued with
them and affiliated companies for 20
years. His first assignment with
Standard (N.J.) was in Egypt, where
operations were terminated in 1942,
when General Rommel's Afrika Corps
came too close to their field operations.
As Ed was most familiar with field
routes, he was chosen as navigator to
guide the staff on their overland
backdoor route from Cairo to Port
Sudan, Sudan. In addition to his
navigation ability Ed's tact with
Egyptians, Bedouins, and Sudanese
played an important part in the safe
journey to Port Sudan. Ed then was in



the New York office of Standard (N.J.)
until assigned to Imperial Oil Company
where he worked on Canol Project
under the supervision of Ted Link. He
worked on reconnaissance on Lower
Peel River and on detail on Slater River,
Boggs Creek, and Donnelly River near
Norman Wells. From 1944 to 1946 Ed
was geologist in the Dominican
Republic; while there he contracted
tuberculosis. He was on leave of
absence for over a year at Lake Placid,
New York. Remedial surgical treatment
was necessary. This left him so
handicapped that a weaker man would
have called it quits. In December 1947
Ed joined the geologic staff of Humble
in New Mexico where he made a
photogeologic study of much of the
state. He was a firm believer in making
field checks of all photogeology
anomalies, and his extensive travels
made him very familiar with the
geology of that large state. In 1952 he
was made supervisory geologist of
surface exploration in New Mexico.
While there he took an active interest in
the Roswell and New Mexico
Geological Societies.

During that
time, he, along with his friends, led the
very controversial effort to end school
segregation in Alpine. Their efforts led
to the construction of a new high school,
an additional wing of Central
Elementary School, the remodeling of
the old high school into a united junior
high and the closure of the Centennial
School.

He built Gallego’s Mexican

Restaurant on East Holland and
expanded his business by shipping
chile rellenos, tamales and masa to
stores across West Texas and around
the state.

Mr. Gallego is survived by his wife of
nearly 63 years, Elena Pena Gallego;

1965 - (Odessa) - Marvin “Rex” Young,
21, was born in Alpine, Texas, in 1946
and was the third child of Marilyn
Hoskins and Roy Young (deceased). He
had an older brother, Charles Ray and
an older sister Margaret Lorraine (both
deceased). Rex may have attended
Central School, but it is not clear. The
family moved to Odessa in 1955. His
siblings probably attended Central
School/Alpine High School but again it
is not clear.

Rex graduated from Permian Basin

He went to Vietnam on 20 October 1967
and was with Company C, First
Battalion (Mechanized), Fifth Infantry,
25th Infantry Division. He was first
wounded, about 1 ¥ months into his
tour, by shrapnel, on 7 December 1967,
then again, during the Tet Offensive in
February 1968, earning a Bronze Star
with “V” device. On 21 August 1968,
Rex was listed as missing in action.

as squad leader on a reconnaissance
mission near Ben Cui when his unit was
attacked by an estimated regiment of the
North Vietnamese Army (3,000-5,000
men). During the initial exchange of fire
the forward platoon was pinned down,
sustained several casualties, and lost its
commander. Young assumed command
without hesitation and began organizing
his men into defensive positions. The
enemy sent a wave of attackers onto
Young's platoon and Young moved from
man to man to provide encouragement
and direct fire.

He received orders to withdraw from the
area and remained behind to provide
covering fire for his platoon's retreat.
Young noticed that one group of soldiers
was unable to retreat and began moving
toward them through enemy fire. He
received a critical head injury on his
way to the men, but Young continued on
to assist their withdrawal. As the
group fought its way back, Young was
wounded in the arm and leg by enemy
fire. Knowing that stopping for medical
assistance would slow the withdrawal
and endanger his men, Young refused
any aid. He ordered his men to continue
their retreat, but remained behind to
provide covering fire, sacrificing
himself to protect the men from the
advancing enemy force. Rex is buried
Sunset Memorial Cemetery in Odessa,
Texas and his name appears on the
Vietnam War Memorial, Panel 47W,
Line 024. http://www.virtualwall.org/dy/

Rex's paternal cousin, WO1 Stephen
Andrew Young, also born in Alpine, was
shot down in Vietnam while piloting a
"Loach" helicopter, on 9 August 1969,
one year after Rex's death (see an entry
for Steve Young).

As they approached
the border at a point about 18
kilometers northwest of Tonle Cham
Airfield, they saw their helicopter,
OH-6A tail number 67-16269,
receiving heavy fire, it began to burn,
then crashed, killing all three
crewmembers. According to
comments recorded in the Vietnam
Helicopter Pilots' Association database,
there was a 48-hour dispute over access
to the wreckage, with both the NVA/
VC and US forces attempting to gain
control of the area. One comment
states that the US Air Force lost an F-4
during the fight, but there's no record of
an F-4 loss in South Vietnam between
09 and 14 August 1969. Alpha 1/9 did
lose another soldier on 09 August -
Corporal Virgil L. Castle of Athens,
Ohio was killed by gunshot. It is
possible that he was in A/1/9's aero-
rifle platoon and was killed during the
recovery effort.

The 30-year-old Irma was last seen
leaving her Minute Mart job (now a
Subway) on 3 July 1981. She told co-
workers that she planned to go to
Terlingua, about 80 miles from Alpine,
to meet with her boyfriend, to celebrate

the 4th of July celebration. He claims
that he did not expect to see her and
provided an alibi. Her car was found in
Study Bute, about 17 miles from
Terlingua, about a month later, which
contained her purse, checkbook and
several credit cards.

Henry Lee Lucas, a serial killer, claims
to have killed 3,000 people, also claims
to have murdered Irma and had disposed
of her body in Valentine. Subsequent
searches there, revealed no clues.

Years later, Alpine Sheriff, Ronnie
Dodson, brought in special dogs to
search the property of a “person of
interest”. A dam had been constructed
on the property, 75% complete and the
“person of interest” suddenly fired the
construction crew. There is a spot, in the
middle of the dam, that does not match
the earlier construction. No follow-up
was presented and she remains missing.
Anyone with any further information is
encouraged to contact the sheriff in
Alpine, since it remains an open case
and the family deserves answers.
